& even more poignant because they are set in our own landscape at our own Brimstone Hill.

Carol Ottley-Mitchell has been able to create an intriguing tale which emerges effortlessly as
children go on a field trip to Brimstone Hill. They find themselves becoming part of one of the
military adventures that occurred there and are able to actively participate in it. Read it and
you will see! I'll say no more.
